Schall is thus keeping in tune with the philosophy pursued in recent years, during which the combination of these three event proved ideal because they’re exclusively and consistently aligned to the concept of presenting their respective process sequences, and don’t just follow current fashion.

The 4th MICROSYS is confidently stepping up to the starting line, because it includes the ingredients of previous MICROSYS events and is taking over essential constituents from MiNat, in order to be able to provide expert visitors with well rounded information and presentation offerings. Promoted for the last time in 2006 as MICROSYS, the trade fair is appearing now in a new guise and with updated and expanded content, thus doing justice to advances made in recent years in the fields of micro-technology, microsystems technology and nano technology – especially in light of the fact that MOTEK and its partners from research and industry kept abreast of the situation during the years 2007, 2008 and 2009 with the highly successful “Microsystems Technology” theme park. After all, industrial products as well a consumer goods are based today to an ever greater extent on miniaturised components, assemblies and subsystems with expanded functions, which nevertheless execute their work in a covert manner and outwardly can hardly be recognised as microsystems solutions.

The Goal: Establish MICROSYS as a Leading Trade Fair

The prospects are more than good for the MICROSYS relaunch, because efforts targeted at material and energy efficiency, environmental protection and efficient use of resources, the use of new materials, surface finishing technologies, joining processes and the like necessitate new, alternative solutions, which cannot be implemented economically by means of conventional technologies and processes. Due to the fact that no information, communication, procurement and business platform geared specifically towards this group of issues exists to date anywhere in the world, MICROSYS will play the role of an industry “draught horse”, especially in light of the fact that it will take place at the heart of Europe where the greatest concentration of manufacturers and users prevails.
