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Press Release from P. E. Schall GmbH & Co. KG regarding: 5th Microsys Trade Fair for Micro and Nano-Technology

Microsys 2011 from 10 to 13 October in Stuttgart
The Microsys trade fair for micro and nano-technology will be held during the year of the Microsystems Technology Convention in Darmstadt, Germany, in a compact format as a theme park accompanying the leading international MOTEK trade fair.

Great events cast their shadows before, and it’s in this spirit that private trade fair promoters P. E. Schall GmbH & Co. KG have decided to do justice to the worldwide significance of the microsystems and nano-technology convention which will take place in Darmstadt in 2011. The 4th Microsys, which was reactivated in the fall of 2010 after an interruption lasting several years, was not yet able to pick up on its previous success during the economically difficult year of 2010. Nevertheless, encouraging impetus has been received from exhibitors and expert visitors for the establishment and further development of Microsys in its current form. However, where exhibitor target groups are concerned, the 5th Microsys in 2011 will compete directly with the above mentioned convention in Darmstadt with its accompanying technical exhibition. Consequently, for trade fair promoter Paul E. Schall, sparing the still young growth sector a cost driving conflict and promoting the 5th Microsys within another setting is a matter of fairness as well.

5th Microsys as Independent Theme Park

And thus the 5th Microsys trade fair for micro and nano-technology will be organised in 2011 within the framework of the MOTEK international trade fair for assembly, handling and automation technology as a sort of theme park. This provides exhibitors who see the highly interesting MOTEK setting, including the concurrently held BONDexpo trade fair for industrial bonding technologies, as their main target group, with the opportunity of being able to present their companies at two leading industry events during a single year – especially in light of the fact that expert visitor characteristics differ greatly between Microsys and the convention in Darmstadt, because Microsys is much more closely aligned to actual practice in the fields of microsystems and nano-technology, and their respective process sequences.

At the Forefront: Microsystems and Nano-Technology Process Sequences

In a consistent manner, trade fair promoters P.E. Schall GmbH & Co. KG intend to more or less alternate promotion of Microsys with the Microsystems Technology Convention in Darmstadt by holding a “big” Microsys during non-convention years and, at least initially, pursuing the theme park strategy during convention years. Concurrent promotion with MOTEK and BONDexpo turns out to be the ideal solution in this respect, which will take place in the fall of 2011 from the 10th through the 13th of October. Furthermore, Microsys differentiates itself from the convention agenda by presenting production methods for micro-technology, micro-module assembly techniques, micro and nano measuring and test technology, as well as peripheral subject matter including design engineering, training and vocational education. The fact that the promoter is in any case serious about getting Microsys well established is confirmed by emphasis placed on the presentation of this portion of the overall action in highly accessible exhibition hall 9. As a result, Microsys has its own event design and is optically delimited from the other two trade fair areas, enabling it to establish itself as a further Schall trade fair brand name.

The Schall Group of Companies

Trade fair promoter P.E. Schall GmbH & Co. KG organises six different public exhibitions in Germany and 20 technical trade fairs at the international level. Motek (handling technology), Control (quality assurance), Optatec (optical technologies) and Car & Sound (mobile electronics) are the world’s leading events in their respective industries. Fakuma (plastics processing) and Blechexpo (sheet metal processing) are each considered number two throughout the world. Trade fairs held at the new Stuttgart Exhibition Centre including Motek, Control and Blechexpo, occupied roughly 1,990,000 square feet of floor space in a total of 15 halls in 2009. Approximately 3000 companies exhibited their products and services on 12 trade fair days. 75,000 international guests visited the trade fair halls in Stuttgart during this time. Depending upon which events take place in each respective year, the Schall group generates an annual turnover of about €28 million with roughly 50 employees.
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
